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Resumen

Queda patente que la violencia juvenil constituye un fenémeno social y cultural
gue se acrecienta a finales del siglo XX y principios del siglo actual y que, cada
vez, se manifiesta mas en nuestras vidas, razon por la que debemos hacerle
frente con decision y firmeza.

La violencia no es nueva en la historia de los seres humanos, ni tampoco la
dificultad de atravesar el periodo de la adolescencia. Asi mismo, lo que es
evidente es la relacion que estan estableciendo la opinidn publica y los medios
de comunicacion, entre menores Yy violencia.

Segun las ultimas informaciones y estadisticas publicadas en prensa, los
indices de menores con medidas judiciales relacionadas con la violencia han
crecido de una forma alarmante. Mas especificamente se denota un especial
incremento del maltrato familiar de dichos menores a sus familias. “Un informe
de la Fiscalia de Menores revela que, hasta septiembre, 203 menores han
maltratado a sus familiares, frente a los 113 de todo 2005”. La Razén, haciendo
referencia a un Informe de la Fiscalia de Menores de Madrid.

En el caso de nuestro Centro, el CMI El Molino, la experiencia nos muestra, el
incremento de internamientos de menores con delitos de violencia familiar. Lo
primero que debemos hacer es asumir que el problema existe. Este hecho nos
hace reflexionar sobre las hipotesis explicativas del mismo, analizando las
posibles causas desencadenantes de este fendmeno e intervenciones al
respecto.

El objetivo fundamental de la exposicion seréa:

Comunicar nuestra experiencia y compartirla con otros profesionales del
ambito, facilitando la recogida de datos que ayuden en la investigacion
respecto a esta tematica. Finalmente, la reflexiobn conjunta nos ayudara a
perfilar el trabajo a realizar en este campo, facilitando la creacion de
programas de intervencion con objetivos comunes.
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Summary:

It is known that juvenile violence is a social and cultural phenomenon which
started growing at the turn of the century (end of the 20th century and beginning
of the 21st century) and with the passing time has become more present in our
lives. This is why we have to face it firmly and with strong decision making.

Violence is not a new concept in the history of mankind, and neither is the
difficulty of adolescence. Recently, public opinion and the media have been
establishing evidence of the growing relationship between young people and
violence.

According to the latest information and figures published in the press, the
number of incidents where legal measures have being taken against minors in
relation to violent acts has grown at an alarming rate. More specifically, there
has been a notably significant rise in abuse by under aged members of families
towards other family members.

"A Fiscalia de Menores" report shows that, as of September 2006, 203 minors
had abused other family members, versus a total of 113 in 2005". La Razo6n
news paper, in reference to a Fiscalia de Menores report in Madrid.

In our center, the CMI EI Molino, our experience is also demonstrating that
there has been a rise in violent crimes by underaged members of families
against other members of their families. First, we have to recognize that there is
a problem. By analysing the possible factors which have triggered this
phenomenon, it will lead us to think about explanatory hypothesis of the
problem and how it can be treated.

The main objective of this presentation will be to:

Communicate and share our experiences with other professionals in this sector,
facilitating the data collection which will make it easier to carry out the
investigation on this subject. The collaboration of ideas will help us give shape
to the work in that area, and will facilitate the creation of intervention programs
with common purposes.
